£ internet, and while they are valuable assets to have, potential threats also exist. However,
there are basic steps everyone can take to minimize the risk of exposure.

e Passwords — Make sure that your computer log-on is password protected and changed

at least every 6 months. Passwords should be complex and creative! Example:
